Course outline

Denmark i the roots of democracy and a global future.

This module aims to give the students a basic understanding of Dan-
ish society and culture with emphasis on the historical roots of par-
ticipatory democracy and Scandinavian welfare system as well as

Students will learn about the Danish Folkehoejskole and labour
movements in the formation of Danish democracy and the crucial
role of the civil society in Denmark.

Globalisation and global institutions

In this module, participants will explore and reflect on the values,
principles and special interests driving the policies and practices of
the major drivers of the globalisation process, such as the World
Bank, International Monetary Fund, World Trade Organisation

and multinational corporations.

Globalisation and sustainability

This module explores the impact of globalisation on the sustainabil-
ity of the planet and its inhabitants. Themes include global warm-
ing and its consequences, the role of energy production, consump-
tion, transportation, housing and food production in climate
change.

Globalisation and the global media
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( This module examines the role of the global media players in pro-

moting or preventing intercultural communication and understand-
ing. It also looks at the role of the media giants in escalating and/
or de-escalating local, regional and global conflicts.

Globalisation and conflict

This module analyses the origins and impacts of contemporary con-
flicts within and across national borders in the context of globalisa-
tion. It explores the changing feature of conflicts post 9/11. Stu-
dents will acquire the analytical tools required to develop creative
and peaceful methods on how to respond to international conflicts
and move in the direction of sustainable peace building.

Globalisation and global citizenship

This unit aims at developing the necessary attitudes, awareness and
skills for the students to become active global citizens. Students
will study the role of NGOs, youth and grassroots organisations in
shaping the process of globalisation. By the end of the module, par-
ticipants will design project proposals or activities which can be im-
plemented in their home countries.
